Intro to Blind Hockey:
This new introductory program, in partnership with Canadian Blind Hockey, is perfect for those with little to no prior experience in hockey. You’ll start with basic skating skills and gradually learn stickhandling, shooting, and even game play in a manner that is accessible to you. Under the expert care of Canadian Blind Hockey coaches this program is created to instill the blind hockey fundamentals. This program is designed to give you a fun, safe, and supportive environment to explore the new skills of blind hockey. · [bookmark: _Toc184310426]Junior Blind Hockey:
In partnership with Canadian Blind Hockey, this program will help you develop essential hockey skills such as skating, stickhandling, and shooting. You'll also work on game play scenarios and have the chance to scrimmage with fellow participants. To join this program, you'll need basic skating skills and access to your own hockey equipment, including shoulder pads, hockey pants, shin guards, elbow pads, gloves, a neck guard, mouthguard, helmet, skates, and a stick. To enhance skill building we will be using both blind hockey pucks and standard pucks for drills.

Dive into the excitement of waterskiing and wakeboarding! Participants in this program will focus on mastering these thrilling water sports. You’ll need basic swimming skills and the ability to lift yourself out of the water and onto a platform. Before jumping into the fun, you'll undergo a skills assessment at camp. Don’t worry about bringing your own equipment. Everything you need, from water skis to wakeboards, will be provided.
